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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that students, faculty and staff are prohibited from bringing animals on the campus of Florida Gateway College except as stated in the related procedure.
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The following procedures should be followed when bringing animals on campus:


1.
Guide dogs handled by a visually impaired person, must use a leash or other proper restraint.

2.  
Animals which are needed for legitimate instructional purposes must be kept where facilities have been provided specifically for them.


3.  
Animals which are specifically authorized by the District Board of Trustees may be brought on campus.

4.  
All animals brought on campus must be registered with the Director of College Facilities.
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
