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Florida Statutes 1001.02; 1001.03

It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that the principles of academic freedom be supported and maintained.
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In accordance with Policy 6Hx12:4-00, Florida Gateway College supports its faculty members in their freedom to search for and disseminate truth.  The principles of academic freedom include:

1. The right of each student to pursue and acquire knowledge in an atmosphere of free inquiry.

2. The right of each faculty member to pursue, acquire, and disseminate knowledge in the faculty member's academic area (or related academic areas) in an atmosphere of free inquiry;

3. The right of members of the academic community  to pursue learning free from disruption with due process for all concerned;

Academic freedom carries with it responsibilities and duties correlative with rights; such as:  accuracy, appropriate restraint, and respect for the opinion of others.  Academic freedom must be exercised within the framework of responsibility and the ethical commitment to which the College subscribes.
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
