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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that funds derived from undesignated gifts and earnings realized from auxiliary enterprises shall be disbursed for such purposes as are deemed to be for the benefit of the College.

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The Board is authorized to operate or to contract for food services, bookstore, and vending machines as a service to, and incidental to, the instructional program of the College.

All monies collected and expended within the College by students and College personnel shall be used for financing the normal program of student activities not otherwise financed, for providing essential and proper services and materials for students and personnel, and for other purposes consistent with the College program as established and approved by the District Board of Trustees.

Where possible, all auxiliary enterprises shall be self-supporting; however, the President is authorized to use auxiliary funds interchangeably within the fund group if the President deems this to be in the best interest of the College.

In accordance with Section 1001.64, Florida Statutes, and Section 6A-14.077, State Board of Education Rules, the Board approves the contract entered into with the company selected to manage and operate the College's bookstore.  This agreement is to continue in full force and effect from year to year, except as amended, and until terminated by either party by giving the other party notification in writing sixty days prior to the anniversary date of the agreement.

The President is authorized to expend funds in the best interest of the College.  The expenditures employee and dependent scholarships and scholarships for athletic students are specifically authorized.

In addition to the above, the President is authorized to expend funds realized from auxiliary enterprises for hospitality of business guests at the College and elsewhere.
