It is the policy of the Florida Gateway College District Board of Trustees to authorize faculty ranking according to the procedures established.
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Vice President of Academic Affairs

In compliance with Board Policy, the following are procedures for the Florida Gateway College Faculty Ranking System.  


1.
Academic rank has no relationship to the establishment of instructional salaries, nor are any quotas established.


2.
All full-time faculty, after approval, will be awarded the title of associate professor and continuing contract status as early as year 5 and no later than year 7 of employment.  The change in rank would occur the academic year following the Portfolio approval.  Time spent on instructional contracts funded solely by grant money will not be credited towards the award of a continuing contract.

3.
All full-time faculty who are not on continuing contract status (fewer than -five years) will be awarded the title of assistant professor.

4.
Associate professors may opt to develop and submit an evaluation portfolio for consideration of the title of professor. To maintain this title, faculty must remain in good status through the faculty evaluation process.  Action may be taken to demote the title if they receive two unsatisfactory evaluations in a row.

5.
All adjunct faculty will be classified as instructors.


6.
At the President's discretion, the title of professor may be assigned in special cases.

7
In all cases, the Board of Trustees retains full access to steps available in State Board of Education Rule 6A-14.0411. 
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
