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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that graduation requirements be listed in the latest edition of the College catalog.
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In order to qualify for graduation a student must complete all program requirements as stipulated in the catalog with a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 on a 4 point scale.  To meet the college residency requirement, a student must complete a minimum of 25 percent of course credits required for the program through coursework at Florida Gateway College. In order for a diploma to be issued, all debts with the college must be satisfied.
In order for a student to complete a program, the Office of Enrollment Services must verify satisfactory completion of the above requirements.

To receive a diploma and/or participate in the graduation ceremony, which includes having the student's name printed in the graduation program, a student must meet the above requirements and file an Application for Graduation with the Office of Enrollment Services in accordance with the published deadlines. Graduation applications received after the published deadline will be processed at the end of the term.
Waivers or substitutions to any curriculum must be approved by the appropriate academic vice president or designee and forwarded to the Office of Enrollment Services.  Course substitutions within a program of study for students with documented disabilities will be in accordance with Policy and Procedure 6Hx12:4-07.
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
