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The following procedures will be used to admit applicants to the College.  
Florida Gateway College adheres to the open-door admission policy for associate-level degree programs and workforce education programs.   Florida Gateway College does not discriminate in education or employment related decisions on the basis of race, color, ethnicity, national origin, gender, religion, disability, age, marital status, genetic information, sexual orientation, pregnancy, or any other legally protected status in accordance with the law.

Additionally, FGC will adhere to all applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and guidelines with respect to providing reasonable accommodations as required to afford equal educational opportunity. 
Students who are seeking admission to a dual enrollment or early admission program must meet the admission requirements for that program.

College Credit Programs: High school graduates, home-school graduates, transient students, transfer students, or persons holding a General Education Development (GED®) diploma are eligible for admission into the associate in arts, associate in science, college credit certificate, and applied technology diploma programs, subject to minimum standards adopted by the State Board of Education as delineated in Florida Statute 1007.263  Limited access programs in these categories may have selective or supplementary admission requirements. Admission to the college does not imply nor guarantee admission into any program with special admission requirements. For more information about the specific requirements of limited access programs, see the program information in the college catalog or contact the appropriate program director/coordinator or an academic advisor.
Post-Secondary Adult Vocational (PSAV) Programs:  (Vocational Credit Certificate Programs): High school graduates, home-school graduates, transfer students, or persons holding a General Education Development (GED®) diploma, are eligible for admission to vocational programs. Applicants holding certificates of completion or who are sixteen years of age or older and not regularly enrolled in another public school may be eligible for admission to certain PSAV programs. Limited access PSAV programs  may have selective or supplementary 
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admission requirements. Admission to the college does not imply nor guarantee admission into any program with special admission requirements. For more information about the specific requirements of limited access programs, see the program information in the college catalog or contact the appropriate program director/coordinator or an academic advisor.

Baccalaureate Programs: Students who have earned an Associate in Science (A.S.), Associate in Arts (A.A.) or higher degree with a GPA of 2.0 or above from a regionally accredited institution or university are eligible to apply for general college admission at the baccalaureate level. Proof of high school graduation is required. Some FGC baccalaureate programs require specific degrees.
General Information: Proof of high school graduation requires receipt of an official transcript from a recognized, credible high school, which verifies completion of the minimum high school graduation requirements and required diploma type with graduation date posted, an official GED® transcript, or a signed and notarized home school affidavit attesting to the student’s completion of a home education program pursuant to the respective state statute in which home school education/graduation was achieved.

All students should submit the Florida Residency Declaration and all supporting documents to the Office of Enrollment Services as soon as possible. The documents must be reviewed to determine eligibility for the Florida in-state tuition rate. Until a student is determined to be eligible for the Florida in-state tuition rate, the student will be classified as a non-Florida resident for tuition purposes and will be responsible for the out-of-state rate.

C.
A transient student is someone who is currently a student at another postsecondary institution and is seeking to take courses at Florida Gateway College. Transient applicants for admission must submit:


   1. If currently attending a Florida public college or university:



a. the completed transient student request form through FloridaShines.org



   2. If currently attending a private or out-of-state institution:

a. a complete FGC application for admission
    and
b. a transient student form originating from the student’s home institution
    indicating which courses the student is permitted to take at FGC for
    transfer. 
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D. 
A transfer student is someone who has attended another postsecondary institution and is now seeking to become a Florida Gateway College student. Transfer applicants for admission must submit:
   1. a complete FGC application for admission,

   2. proof of high school graduation, as described above.
  Transfer students who provide proof that they have satisfactorily completed    

       college level classes at a regionally accredited college or university may not  

       be required to furnish proof of high school graduation. 

   3. official transcripts from all postsecondary institutions (if not previously 
       provided) (required for registration and award of financial aid)

E.
Personal enrichment (non-degree seeking) applicants for admission must submit:
   1. a complete FGC application for admission, and



   2. proof of high school graduation, as described above,
   3. official college transcripts, if applicable to meet prerequisites for courses.

F. 
Baccalaureate level applicants for general college admission must submit:

   1.  a complete FGC baccalaureate application for admission; 
   2.  proof of high school graduation, as described above, and
   3.  official transcripts from a regionally accredited college or university indicating that the applicant has earned an Associate in Science (A.S.), Associate in Arts (A.A.) or higher degree with a GPA of 2.0 or higher, if the degree was not earned at FGC. Admission to some FGC baccalaureate programs requires specific degrees.
4. official transcripts from all other postsecondary institutions (if not previously provided) (required for registration and award of financial aid)

G.
International applicants for admission must submit:
    1. a complete FGC international student application for admission,

    2. a confidential financial statement reflecting evidence of adequate financial 
        resources for the period of enrollment,
    3. all foreign educational transcripts which must be evaluated by a National 
        Association of Credential Evaluation Services (NACES) approved foreign
        credential evaluation and translation service, and

    4. test of English as a Second Language (TOEFL) scores, with a minimum
        score of 500 on the TOEFL paper exam, 173 on the TOEFL computer
        -based test, or 61 on the TOEFL internet-based test.
All of the above items must be received before a decision regarding acceptance to the college can be made, or an I-20 can be issued by the college.


    5. Upon arrival at FGC, the international student is required to provide




a. copies of all immigration documents, including passport, and

b. proof of health insurance to cover medical costs while in the United States.   

International students are assessed tuition at full cost. Fees are due at the time of registration and may be paid in cash, check, or money order in U.S. currency.

Catalog of Entry

A student has five calendar years to fulfill the graduation requirements outlined in the College catalog in effect at the time of his or her first enrollment in a particular major, if he or she is continually enrolled in classes. Continual enrollment is defined as enrollment for at least one semester each year. If a student has not fulfilled the requirements within the five-year period, he or she is subject to the requirements in effect at the beginning of the sixth year. If a student has not been continually enrolled, he or she is subject to the requirements in effect  for the term of readmission to the College. If a student changes majors or adds a different major, the effective term of the change will be the catalog term for the new major. The catalog term for a student accepted into a limited access or baccalaureate program will be the term of acceptance.

It may be to a student’s advantage to change to a more recent catalog term. In that case, the student should contact his or her academic advisor. If the advisor agrees, the advisor should send an email to Enrollment Services to update the student’s catalog term. These decisions are final and may not be reversed. A student may fall under only one catalog per major. 

A student enrolled in programs in which curriculum is determined by state legislation, rule, licensing and/or accrediting agencies, or a student enrolled in programs in which significant "state-of-the-art" technological changes have occurred, may be required to satisfy the current catalog's graduation requirements.
