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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees to accommodate the religious observances, practices and beliefs of individual students in regard to admissions, class attendance, and the scheduling of examinations and work assignments.

In accordance with Policy 6Hx12:9-21, if the student believes that an instructor's class policies conflict with the student's religious observances, practices and beliefs, the student should first discuss this conflict with the instructor involved.  If the conflict cannot be resolved, the next steps would be to contact the next supervisory level, then the appropriate Vice President. The final arbitrator in this situation is the President.
