NUMBER OF RELATED BOARD POLICY:

The procedures for budgeting money collected through student activity fees are as follows:  

1. Expenditures from student activity fees shall be according to a budget prepared by the Activities Budget Committee. This committee will be comprised of: voting members - four (4) students (Student Government Representatives) and two (2) faculty members (elected – one (1) vocational and one (1) liberal arts and science), nonvoting members - Student Activities Representative (appointed by Vice President for Student Services), Student Services Representative (appointed by Vice President for Student Services), and Business Services Representative (appointed by Vice President for Business Services). A quorum will be established when 51% of the voting members are present.  The Student Activities Representative will serve as the committee chair and will act as a voting member in case of a tie.  

2. The budget will be based on total available funds, including estimated student activity fees for the coming fiscal year and estimated balances to be carried over from the current fiscal year. These funds must be spent for the benefit of the student body. The student activity fees will fund, but are not limited to, events/activities on campus, student travel, and recognized student clubs. 
3. The committee will make a recommendation to the Vice President for Student Services. The final budget will be sent to the President for approval. If the President does not approve the budget, the committee will reconvene to address any concerns. Any proposed budget amendments must be approved by the Activities Budget Committee. 
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4. Approved college club advisors may request money from the Club Activities and Travel portion of the Student Activities Fee budget. Club advisors are responsible for filling out the clubs activities and travel budget request form and turning it into the Coordinator of Student Activities a minimum of 30 days prior to the Activities Budget Committee 
meeting. The Coordinator of Student Activities will forward the request to the Activities Budget Committee who will hear the request and either approve or disapprove all or a portion of the money requested. 
5. Proposed Student Activity fee increases will be voted on by the Activities Budget Committee. The committee will then forward their recommendation to the Vice President for Student Services, the President, and the Board of Trustees for consideration and possible action.  
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
