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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees to authorize use of the Firearms Range for Criminal Justice training.  Individuals, groups, and agencies are authorized to use the Firearms Range as non‑College users, subject to conditions delineated in existing policies and procedures established for such use.
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In addition to Criminal Justice training, the Florida Gateway College Firearms Range on the main campus will be restricted to use by individuals, groups, and agencies that have applied for and have been granted permission to use the facility by the Vice President for Occupational Programs. Permission will be granted, subject to all other existing policies and procedures applicable to use of College facilities, including the following:

  
I.  
A College‑approved firearms instructor or rangemaster must assume full responsibility for all persons within his/her group and must remain with the group at all times while on the Firearms Range.

 
II.  
Range Safety Rules will be enforced by the individual signing for group responsibility.


III. 
Expendable items (targets, target backs, target frames) will be the responsibility of the person signing for use of the range.  

 
IV.  
Fixed property (use of range safety tower, electronic target controls, public address system, access to water and restroom facilities) may be utilized only if requested at the time of initial application.  
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
