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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees to establish a differential out-of-state fee (equal to the fee charged for in-state students plus 5%) for residents in Georgia counties within a two hundred ten (210) mile radius of Florida Gateway College.

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Residents of Georgia counties which are nearby to the College’s service district are eligible for a differential out-of-state fee equal to the fee charged for in-state students plus 5%. To be eligible for the differential out-of-state fee, a student must:

1. Complete all admissions requirements, including the Application for Admission, placement testing, transcripts, proof of prerequisites, etc.


2. Provide proof that the student has resided within a two hundred ten (210) mile radius of Florida Gateway College in the state of Georgia for at least one year. This proof will be in the form of documentation pursuant to FGC’s in-state requirements. If documentation is not provided, the student will be responsible for normal out-of-state tuition and fees.


3. Differential out-of-state fees are for the current term of registration only. They are not retroactive.
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
