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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that all direct support organizations shall be accountable to the District Board of Trustees and shall exist solely to support the mission and purpose of the College.  Direct support organizations shall be certified annually by the District Board of Trustees.  The Foundation for Florida Gateway College shall be the sole direct support organization authorized to conduct activities on behalf of the College, as long as practical.
It is also the policy of the District Board of Trustees that the President and/or his designee is authorized to accept gifts for the benefit of the College through the Foundation for Florida Gateway College, ensuring that each gift aligns with the unique mission of the College. The President or his designee is also authorized to submit gifts for matching funds, subject to applicable Florida Administrative Codes and Florida Statutes. The Foundation for Florida Gateway College, governing board is authorized to prioritize gifts for matching purposes, consistent with the College goals and mission.
Gifts may include contributions of cash, real or personal property, equipment or other items of value that the College or Foundation is legally authorized to accept.

The President shall establish procedures to ensure that gifts received will be properly acknowledged, accounted for, and expended in accordance with Florida State Board of Education Administrative and other applicable Codes and Florida Statues.
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The Foundation for Florida Gateway College, is the only direct support organization certified to conduct activities on behalf of Florida Gateway College.

Any additional direct support organizations, if necessary, shall be approved by the President and certified by a majority vote of the District Board of Trustees.  It is the intent of the District Board of Trustees to only certify the Foundation for Florida Gateway College, as the sole direct support organization to support Florida Gateway College, as long as practical.  

The President of Florida Gateway College shall serve on the board of all direct support organizations as an ex-officio/not-voting member. 

The Florida Gateway College District Board of Trustees chairperson shall appoint a District Trustee to each direct support organization’s governing board.   

The Executive Director of all direct support organizations shall report to the College President or designee.  

The use of College facilities, personnel, and property by direct support organizations will be authorized by the President on a case by case basis.  

All direct support organizations shall communicate regularly with the District Board of Trustees by:  

        * Providing an annual audit report.
        * Providing copies of minutes of all board of director’s meetings, upon request.

        * Providing copies of an annual report.
        * Reporting at least annually, to the full District Board of Trustees.  This may be accomplished by including direct support information in the President's written or

verbal reports at Trustee board meetings.  Information required to be reported to the District Board of Trustees by Florida statues and administrative codes shall be reported at this time.
All direct support organizations shall be recertified annually by a majority vote of the District Board of Trustees.  
Gift Acceptance Procedure:
1. The President or the Foundation for Florida Gateway College, Executive Director is authorized to accept gifts on behalf of the College. 
2. Gift acceptance will be based upon consistency with the College mission and the wishes of the donor. 
3. All private gift and other gifts that may be eligible for any type of matching funds shall be accepted by the Foundation on behalf of the College. 

4. The Foundation will acknowledge gifts in a timely manner.
5. Gifts will be properly recorded by the Foundation in the Foundation’s accounting system, using generally accepted accounting standards. 
6. The Executive Director of the Foundation will insure that the Foundation copy of matching funds requests, shall have attached to them a detailed copy of individual gifts being submitted for matching funds and a summary of how these gifts, by category, are consistent with the College mission. 
7. Gifts of property accepted by the Foundation for College use                               that are required to be capitalized shall be formally transferred to the College after acceptance. The person requesting use of the property, the division chair and/or executive director and the area vice-president shall approve the transfer. The College property custodian shall be notified in writing of the transfer upon approval by the District Board of Trustees.
8. Gifts of property accepted by the Foundation for College use that are not capitalized shall be approved using a Foundation form by the person requesting use of the property, the division chair and/or executive director, and the area vice-president. The Foundation property custodian shall be notified in writing of the transfer after all approvals have been obtained. 
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
